Annual work plan 2007 of the Executive Board of UNDP and UNFPA*
Overview
1.
The Executive Board secretariat prepared the draft annual work plan 2007, in a simpler and more concise format, in consultation with the Bureau of the Executive Board. As noted in Board decision 2005/42, there will be two regular sessions and one annual session in 2007.

2.
A joint meeting of the Executive Boards of UNDP and UNFPA, the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) and the World Food Programme (WFP) will be held during the first regular session in January 2007.

3.
The Executive Board of UNDP/UNFPA will conduct a field visit to a country in Latin America in the first quarter of 2007. The joint field visit, to Liberia, will include members of the Boards of UNDP/UNFPA, UNICEF and WFP and will also take place in the first quarter.

The Executive Board will focus on the timeline for preparation and discussion of the end-of-cycle performance of the multi-year funding framework (MYFF), 2004-2007, and on the process leading to the preparation of the UNDP strategic plan, 2008-2011, which will replace the MYFF.

The Executive Board will approve the country programme documents presented at the annual session and the second regular session 2006 on a no-objection basis, without presentation or discussion, unless at least five members have informed the secretariat in writing, before the session, of their wish to bring a particular country programme before the Board.

The Executive Board will review two evaluations and the management responses thereto, the first on UNDP support to conflict-afflicted countries and the second on the national human development report system. The Board will also review the annual progress report of the Administrator on the implementation of the gender action plan, 2006-2007, and an assessment of programming arrangements, 2004-2007.

With respect to the associated funds and programmes, the Board will consider a United Nations Capital Development Fund (UNCDF) report on the strategic agreement between UNDP and UNCDF; and a report on the financial, administrative and operational situation of the United Nations Office for Project Services (UNOPS). The United Nations Development Fund for Women (UNIFEM) and UNOPS will submit the annual reports of their respective Executive Directors, and the Board will also review the report of the Administrator on the United Nations Volunteers (UNV).

The Executive Board will have before it a document entitled UNFPA regionalization: towards a stronger field-centred and results-oriented organization. The Board will also have before it the Report of the Advisory Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Questions on UNFPA regionalization: towards a stronger field-centred and results-oriented organization.

The country programme documents discussed at the annual session 2006 and at the second regular session 2006 will be approved on a no-objection basis without presentation or discussion, unless at least five members have informed the secretariat in writing before the session of their wish to bring a particular country programme before the Executive Board.

10.
In accordance with decision 2006/35, UNFPA will provide an oral report on the UNFPA role in emergency preparedness, humanitarian response, and transition and recovery.

Under the joint segment, the Executive Board will consider the reports of UNFPA, UNDP and UNOPS on the implementation of the recommendations of the Board of Auditors for the biennium 2004-2005. UNFPA, UNDP and UNOPS will also report on the implementation of the International Public Sector Accounting Standards.

12.
The Executive Board will consider the UNFPA and UNDP joint report to the Economic and Social Council. In the report, UNFPA and UNDP outline their cooperation in a number of areas, both jointly and as part of the United Nations Development Group.

The two-day joint meeting of the Executive Boards of UNDP/UNFPA and UNICEF with the participation of the Executive Board of WFP will focus on the following four themes: Natural disaster preparedness; MDG 1: Interlinked approaches to poverty alleviation; United Nations reform; and the gender dimension of HIV/AIDS.

The Executive Board will have before it the report of a field visit undertaken by the UNDP/UNFPA Executive Board, as well as the report of the joint field visit undertaken by the Executive Boards of UNDP/UNFPA, UNICEF and WFP.

The MTSP will be a key strategic document guiding UNFPA in assisting countries in implementing the Programme of Action of the International Conference on Population and Development and achieving the Millennium Development Goals.
