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he Government of Cameroon
Thas adopted the National

Development Strategy “SND30,”
to put the country on the trajectory
towards emergence by 2035. To
achieve its objectives, the Government
will rely on four main pillars, 1) the
structural transformation of the
national economy; 2) the development
of Human Capital and well-being;
3) the promotion of employment
and economic integration and; 4)
governance, decentralization and
strategic management of the State.

In spite of the relative stability of
Cameroon in the sub-region and the
solidity of its institutions, the country
faces several challenges—the socio-
economic impacts of COVID-19, high
unemployment rates, terrorism and
violent extremism in the Far North,
and the socio-political crisis in the
Northwest and Southwest, to name a
few. Despite these crises and shocks,
we have repeatedly seen the resilience
of the Cameroonian people. From youth
entrepreneurs developing innovative
technology to women in crisis-affected
areas leading the path towards peace,
people have demonstrated their zeal
for building forward better.

To best support the people and
strengthen the institutions of
Cameroon, UNDP has strategically
positioned itself, expanding the scope
and scale of its work to address
challenges, unlock opportunities,
and accelerate development gains in
Cameroon. Between 2018 and 2021,
Country Office delivery increased by
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338% from diversified donors including
the Government of Cameroon (60%),
International Financial Institutions
(WB, IsDB, BADEA), the GEF, and other
third-party donors. Programme
expenditure has increased since
2018 going from USD 9,285,422 in
2018 and USD 13,355,728 in 2019
to USD 32,570,195 in 2020 and USD
31,035,885in 2021.

Colleagues across UNDP Cameroon's
officesin Yaoundé, Buea, Bamenda, and
Maroua have thrived in the face of the
CO’s expanding portfolios, forging new
partnerships across the HDP nexus,
streamlining processes to ensure
fast and efficient delivery, integrating
green recovery, and mainstreaming
gender throughout programmatic
interventions—the Cameroon CO is
gender equality sealed.

Whileincreasing resource mobilization,
the CO has also maintained “Acclaim/
Satisfactory” ratings on the
Integrated Financial Dashboard (IFD)
and Comptroller's Performance Index
(CPI) since the second quarter of
2019, including a satisfactory audit on
the CO's COVID-19 response. UNDP's
growth has largely been facilitated by
the significant increase in government
contributions, reflecting the positioning
of UNDP Cameroon as a strategic
partner of choice for the government.
In 2022, UNDP Cameroon intends to
consolidate on previous successes to
increase resilience, empower women
and youth, and strengthen social
cohesion across the country.

commitment to contribute to the implementation of the
Presidential Plan for Reconstruction and Development
(PPRD) of the Northwest and Southwest regions (NW/
SW).

This strong commitment to mobilize funds for the
government's Recovery Plan was concretized in a
protocol agreement signed by the two companies in
the office and presence of the Prime Minister, Head of
Government, Chief Dr. Dion Ngute, and the Resident
Representative of the United Nations Development
Program (UNDP), Jean Luc Stalon,on November 26,2021.
UNDP is the government's strategic partner of choice for
the implementation of the PPRD. Its engagement is based
on clear principles of engagement in line with UNDP
policies and procedures, the Sustainable Development
Goals, and the pledge to leave no one behind.

The SABC group contributed 1 billion FCFA and the
GIMC contributed 200 million FCFA. These resources
will mainly be used to improve access to basic services
through the rehabilitation of schools and health centres
that were destroyed in the Northwest and Southwest
regions. The contribution will also be used to revive
agricultural production in rural areas and to recover
Small and Medium Size businesses that have been
impacted by the crisis.

During the signing, the Resident Representative of UNDP
thanked the government of Cameroon for the trust placed

in UNDP to ensure the implementation of the Plan. The
RR also thanked the Minister of Economy and Regional
Development and the National Coordinator for the quality
of the partnership and the achievements so far. He
noted that in the past 18 months of implementation, the
Recovery Program has demonstrated a clear proof of
concept that should be expanded to build the foundation
for recovery, peace, and development, despite the crisis.
“For this”", he added, “We must unite our forces to build
forward better and to achieve our objectives without
leaving anyone behind.” He acknowledged that the two
financing agreements with SABC and GIMC will enable
UNDP to implement the Recovery Program under the
strict principles of:Building back better, to ensure that
recovery and reconstruction intervention do not simply
replicate the condition before the crisis but that they
result in improved and more sustainable standards of
living and opportunities for a better life than before.

On 09 February 2022 UNDP signed an agreement for USD 2.28 million, approximately 1.3 billion FCFA, with the
Government of Japan for the Cameroon Window of the Regional Stabilization Facility for the Lake Chad Basin. The
funding from the Government of Japan will go towards developing community infrastructure, strengthening public
security mechanisms, and providing livelihood support to targeted localities in the Far North Region of Cameroon.

Since 2014, the Far North Region of Cameroon has
been affected by terrorism and violent extremism,

greatest and defining challenges in Cameroon.

From socio-economic barriers to shocks and
crises and weak information and communication
systems, there are various challenges that hinder young
people’'s access to employment and entrepreneurship.
Operational disruptions and lowered product visibility
and demand caused by the COVID-19 pandemic and
crises in the NW, SW and the Far North regions have
further limited access to markets for emerging youth-
led businesses.

Youth unemployment currently remains one of the

Inresponse, the United Nations Development Programme
with the Government of Cameroon, sister UN agencies,
and other partners, developed initiatives to enhance
livelihoods and strengthen the resilience of youth across
the nation.

UNDP, under the Youth Connekt programme, organized
and launched the first-ever “100% made in Cameroon
Fair” in October 2021 to support inclusive economies
that enable young people and their businesses to thrive.
The two-day fair, which took place in Cameroon's capital,
Yaounde, highlighted products made by youth. Young
men and women between 18 and 35 years old from
across ten regions showcased innovative products from
sectors such as agro-industry, arts and handicrafts,
health, cosmetics, and digital technology. The fair
brought together over 100 young men and women for
experience sharing sessions, coaching and mentorship
on leadership, and fundraising and project development
training.

UNDP is also supporting government efforts to
standardize quality assurance mechanisms for SMEs
to further promote youth entrepreneurship. Currently,
the cost of standardization and quality assurance
processes (approximately 600,000 FCFA) prevent many
young entrepreneurs from certifying their businesses
with the Agency for Standardization and Quality
Assurance (ANOR), leaving them limited to functioning
in the informal sector. Overcoming this barrier would
allow young entrepreneurs to enter the formal sector
and expand their business reach through internal and
external trade. UNDP is committed to working with the
government and other relevant stakeholders to support
Cameroonian youth in leveraging entrepreneurship to
further develop and build resilience in Cameroon.
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outh Connekt is a joint United Nations and
YGovernment initiative that aims to connect young

people toopportunities, role models, resources, and
skills. In 2021, the United Nations and the Government of
Cameroon celebrated the second anniversary of Youth
Connekt Cameroon and launched the International Trade
Fair for the promotion of start-ups, as part of the 3-year
Special Youth Plan, in the nation’s capital Yaoundé.

During the ceremony, which was attended by youth from
all ten regions of Cameroon and the diaspora, speakers
remarked on the achievements of the Plan in the pilot
phase, despite the challenges of the current covid
19 pandemic. The Minister of Youth Affairs and Civic
Education, Mounouna Foutsou, revealed that close to
8430 projects have already been financed and more than
400,000 young people have been connected to socio-
economic and political opportunities. Representing
the UN, UNDP Resident Representative Jean Luc Stalon
highlighted the contribution of the UN system to the
initiative which include:

The training and setting up of close to 1000 young
entrepreneurs,

The reinforcement of the capacity of close to 10000
youths in health and sexual education

The organization of several activities to build the
culture of peace and social cohesion across the
country

The fight against discrimination towards the girl
child and the empowerment of close to 1000 young
girls in leadership

Youth Connekt Celebrates
2nd Anniversary

Mpr. Stalon reiterated the UN's support of the initiative and
highlighted the critical role youth play in development,
especially in Cameroon, a country in which youth make
up 60% of the population.

According to the president of the National Youth Council,
Fadimatou Iyawa , youth have gained full ownership of
the initiative and have been fully involved in activities
including, Youth Connekt boot camp and Awards, Youth
Connekt Jobs, the Youth Connekt Champions, Youth
Connekt 4 Peace, Youth Connekt Community Service,
Youth Connekt Hangout and Youth Connekt Convention.

Youth Connekt is a joint Government- UN initiative with
the goal to connect young people to various socio-
economic and political opportunities to optimize their
empowerment and facilitate their full participation in the
development of the country. It shares this key pillar with
TYSYP, the government's 3-year ‘Special Youth' program
to finance projects of young entrepreneurs and enhance
the ‘Made in Cameroon” label.

Northwest and Southwest regions is based on

three integral pillars: 1) Social Cohesion; 2)
Rehabilitation of Infrastructure and 3) Revitalization
of the Local Economy. Under Pillar 3, the Recovery
Program includes interventions to revamp agropastoral
production in the restive Northwest region to help
communities build back forward. Specifically, in the
Nkambe council area of Donga Mantung Division, one
hundred (115) farmers including 34 men, 59 women,
and 22 Youths were supported with farm tools and
equipment to enhance production and reduce drudgery.
This particular intervention was carefully designed to
address conflict-induced food insecurity and is expected
to help build resilient and sustainable livelihoods,
especially amongst the farming population.

The beneficiaries were amazed by the quality and
quantity of equipment and tools distributed. “I promise to
put the equipment into proper use by increasing my farm
size”, one of the beneficiaries commented. The Mayor
of Nkambe Council while thanking the UNDP Recovery
Program advised the farmers to make good use of the
equipment and tools and informed them about the close
follow-up of their activities by a follow—up committee.
This intervention follows earlier distributions carried out
in Ndu and Santa Councils that benefitted 185 farmers.

promotes values, including fair play and tolerance,
that contribute to peaceful societies. Promotion of such
values and strengthening of social cohesion is especially
important in crisis-affected areas such as the Far North
region of Cameroon.

The positive impacts of sports extend well beyond

Since 2019, as part of the Regional Stabilization
Facility (RSF), UNDP Cameroon has been carrying out
stabilization intervention in the Far North Region of
Cameroon, particularly in areas affected by Boko Haram
and ISWAP. In partnership with state and local councils,
stabilization interventions of the Cameroon Window have
strengthened the social contract through the provision
of basic services, supported livelihoods, and reinforced
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security. However, the recent inter-community crisis in
Logone and Chari underlines the need to accelerate and
scale-up interventions.

The effervescence of Cameroon hosting the African
Cup of Nations and the rallying effects of football in the
country provided a timely opportunity for collaboration
between UNDP and the Cameroon football body,
FECAFOOT, now headed by Samuel Eto'o Fils, one of
Cameroon's most notable football stars. It is within this
context that the Resident Representative of UNDP and
the President of FECAFOOT met to explore the axes of
collaboration between the two institutions to promote
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sports as a vector for peace and development for youth,
especially those living in crisis-affected regions of
Cameroon. Speaking during the meeting that took place
at the seat of the Cameroon Football Federation, UNDP
Resident Representative, Jean-Luc Stalon, said, “The
ongoing AFCON taking place in Cameroon constitutes
an opportunity to foster initiatives in favour of youth
and peaceful coexistence in the Far North Region”
The President of FECAFOOT, Samuel Eto'o Fils noted,
“FECAFOQOT is pleased by this partnership with UNDP
which seeks to promote the expression of talents and
the know-how of my young brothers and sisters through
sports values”.

EU Ambassador visits Stabilization
achievements in the Far North Region

On February 15, 2022, UNDP Cameroon showcased the “proof of concept” of the Cameroon Window of the Regional
Stabilization Facility (RSF) to the Ambassador of the European Union to Cameroon and his delegation. The RSF is
supported by a coalition of partners including, the European Union, Germany, the United Kingdom, France, Sweden,

the Netherlands, and Japan.

uring the visit, the EU
Dambassador‘ visited sites that

showcased achievements
covering all pillars of the Stabilization
Strategy: 1) Strengthening of the
social contract through the provision
of basic services; 2) Livelihoods
support as part of economic
revitalization and; 3) Strengthening
security for affected communities.

The revitalization of trade and
cross-border activities between
Amchidé, Cameroon, and Banki,

Nigeria was highlighted through the
lineup of trucks filled with goods
waiting to cross at the border. The
border between Cameroon and

Nigeria officially opened in 2020 and
stabilization interventions along with
coordinated security efforts have
been instrumental in ushering the
surge in cross-border exchange.
In 2021, customs revenue between
Amchidé and Banki was valued at
FCFA 825 million compared to 2014-
2020 when revenue was at zero.

Livelihood support was showcased
through the constructed
marketplace in Amchidé and
distribution of motor-tricycles to
male and female farmers in Limani.
At the marketplace in Amchidé, the
Ambassador heard testimonies from
vendors who described how their

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shops allow them to provide for
themselves and their families after
being displaced by the conflict.

Basic services provision and
strengthening of the social contract
were noted through the construction
of community infrastructure.
During the visit, the Ambassador
inaugurated the Police state in
Kourgui, Gendarmerie Brigade in
Amchidé, and a primary school in
Limali. He also spoke directly to local
officials and beneficiaries, hearing
first-hand how these infrastructures
have helped build back communities
affected by the terrorist insurgency.
