What is a  Full Proposal? 

The Full Proposal is the first step of the application process for the “Innovative Solutions for Waste Management Challenge (ISWMC)”. Applicants/Schools wanting to participate in the ISWMC must initially complete a Full Proposal. The Full Proposal allows applicants to briefly present how the proposed project responds to the waste management challenge in the country in an innovative way. Successful applicants will be selected and invited to make a brief presentation of their projects during the Integrated Waste Management Fair which is scheduled for (20 – 22 July 2021). Selected projects would be completed by December 2021.
What are the challenges that I need to address? 

Your project will need to address the following:
· Provides a sustainable solution to an existing waste management challenge in a specific area targeting second life stage/recovery and re-use of “waste”.
· With the challenge of COVID-19, and taking into account the country’s effort to respond and recover from the pandemic, it is strongly encouraged that the proposal takes this into account, with solutions that will support the effort to recover and respond to the pandemic;
· Demonstrates potential to be sustainable;

· Demonstrates impact at scale, and potential for replication.

You can add the project information by typing in the spaces made available below for each question. The form must be completed in English. The form must not exceed 8 pages in length and must be readable.  Please also refer to the Call for Full Proposals on the UNDP page.

	This section should try to respond to these questions: what would you like to achieve and how will you measure the success of the project? What are the economic, social and environmental benefits of the Project? Is the Project contributing to COVID-19 response and recovery?


	7.    Activities and Approach of the Project: (Maximum 15 points)

	This section should briefly summarise the Project by answering the following questions: i) What major activities would be required for you to implement the proposed Project? ii) Which approach will you follow? Please indicate how this approach is adopted in light of the COVID-19 pandemic iii) What are the main risks of the Project and how will they be mitigated? vi) How will you monitor the progress of the Project? vii) How will you ensure the long-term sustainability of the project?

	8.    What is Innovative About Your Project? (Maximum 25 points)

	The ISWMC views innovation in its broadest sense including: i) a new approach, idea, product or service that has not been tested anywhere; ii) an approach, idea, product or service that is new to Ghana; or iii) an approach, idea, product or service that has not been applied to the sector in question in which the proposed project is being implemented. In this section, try to elaborate on these questions: What elements of your idea are innovative? Does it represent the implementation of a new idea? Where did the idea come from or how was it developed? In the light of COVID-19 pandemic, please indicate if and how your project is innovative in relation to helping in the response and recovery from COVID-19


	9.    Why Are You Seeking ISWMC Support For Your Project? (Maximum 5 points)

	This section should answer the following questions: i) Would the Project idea take place at all without ISWMC financing? ii) Would the Project take place on a different scale or address a different target group without ISWMC financing?



	10.   Diagrammatic Presentation Of The Concept: (Maximum 15 points)

	This section should be used to provide a diagrammatic presentation of the concept. Diagrams should be clearly labelled and should include enough information to enable them to be self-explanatory without reference to the text.


	11.   Estimated Project Budget: (Maximum 10 points)


	Only preliminary estimates will be expected at this stage of the selection process. The applicants should provide budget narratives under broad categories (such as cost for inputs, product development, etc.) and use the basic format provided. Budgets should not exceed 4000 USD
