RESEARCH PROPOSAL APPLICATION FORM
This Call for Proposal is the first step for applicants seeking funding to undertake research projects under the ‘Waste’ Recovery Innovation Challenge (WRIC). The Application is expected to allow applicants seeking funding to demonstrate how their research projects lead to the promotion of innovation and investment in Ghana’s waste recovery/recycling or reduction/avoidance.
Applications that are successful at this stage will pass to the final stage of the WRIC process where successful applicants will pitch their research project ideas to a panel for final selection and award.  The grant to be awarded for will be a maximum of USD 40,000.

What are the areas that my research should focus on? 
Research should focus on areas such as innovative waste recovery technologies and practices, resource optimization, waste reduction/avoidance etc, and should have the potential of leading to the creation of profitable and sustainable businesses for employment creation.

You can add the project information by typing in the boxes made available below each question. The form must be completed in English.  The form must not exceed 20 pages in length and must be readable. This section should have details of the geographical area(s) to be focused by the research.

This section should indicate the thematic area of this research (e.g. waste valorization, innovations fora circular economy, behavioural change etc).


	7. What is your Research Problem (Maximum 15 points)

	This section should describe the waste management problem or opportunity this research seeks to undertake further study into.
8.   Research Objectives and Expected Outcomes (Maximum 30 points) 
This section should describe what the research seeks to achieve through its further study of the identified problem/opportunity. It should describe what would become from the findings of the research. For instance, how can it contribute new innovations and the creation of sustainable businesses on waste recovery?


	9.   Methodology (Maximum 20 points) 

	This section should briefly describe the approach(es) to be adopted in the research. This could include the scope of the literature review, sampling of target areas & respondents, data collection and analysis, and the presentation of findings. 


	10.    Duration and Indicative Plan for the Research (Maximum 10 points)

	This section should outline the activities of the research and the timelines.


	11.   Relevant Research Experiences (Maximum 20 points) 
This section should provide details of past research projects undertaken by the applicant/research consortium partners. Past projects that have led to innovations or businesses are highly encouraged to be listed

	12.   Why Are You Seeking WRIC Support for Your Project? (Maximum 5 points)

	This section should answer the following questions: i) Would the research project take place at all without WRIC financing? ii) Why have you not been able to raise the required financing from other sources? iii) Would the research project take place on a different scale or address a different target group without WRIC financing?


	13.   Other Donor Funding

	This section should provide information on any financial support or technical assistance the research project has/will receive from any Donor agency in Ghana, or abroad. If any financial support or technical assistance has/will be received, the details of the type of funding and a summary of its intended use on the project must be provided.


	14.   Estimated Project Budget


	This section should provide a breakdown of the project costs being requested from the WRIC. The applicant should as much as possible provide full details of project costs using the format provided. A maximum of $40,000 shall be provided by the WRIC.
