IN'LEBANON PROJECT

The UNDP “Peace Building in Lebanon” project works since 2007 on enhancing mutual
understanding and social cohesion in a participatory approach with youth, educators,

media, NGOs, municipal council members, mukhtars and local leaders.

In response to the repercussions of the Syrian crisis on Lebanon and in order to
alleviate the growing tensions in the country, the project works on enhancing the
capacities of different society groups from local leaders to educators, media and civil
society, on crisis management, peace building and conflict resolution. The project
supports these groups to manage this crisis in developing both medium and long-term

strategies for peace building.

Peace building
through local leaders

Due to the important role local leaders
play, namely in managing the local
residents’ affairs and thus dealing with
local conflicts, the project supports
local leaders in crisis management,
especially in light of the impact of

the Syrian crisis on host communities
in all Lebanese regions. The project
works with the heads and members

of municipal councils as well as with
representatives from various sectors

in the community to develop local
mechanisms for social stability (MSS)
in order to support and promote intra
Lebanese and Lebanese Syrian social
stability all over Lebanon.

These mechanisms promote social
stability through addressing different
types of socio-cultural, socio-economic
and socio-security challenges facing
both Lebanese communities and the
displaced Syrians. They will also provide
a framework as to how municipal
governments can identify and address
key sources of tensions in their locality.
Furthermore, they will provide means
by which key policy recommendations
can be communicated to the central
government.

Peace building
through media outlets

The UNDP “Peace Building in Lebanon”
project works on providing positive
media spaces and promoting rational
speeches to address controversial
issues, by publishing news supple-
ments with Annahar, As-Safir and the
Daily Star newspapers, where Lebanese
and Syrian journalists discuss and
share their views about the impact

of the Syrian crisis on Lebanon.
Moreover, the project launched the
“Journalists’ Pact for Strengthening
Civil Peace in Lebanon” in 2013, in
partnership with the Ministry of
Information, and the participation

of 34 national media outlets.

The project monitors the implemen-
tation of the Pact through a watchdog.
Reports are published detailing the
implementation of the Pact by the
different media outlets who signed it.
