Notes: 
· [1] While the UNDP Programme and Operational Policies and Procedures (POPP) require Outcome Evaluations of all outcomes in a programme cycle, this will not be feasible in the South Sudan context, due to the very short period of the CPD (2 years), and the need not to burden new and fragile Government structures with excessive requirements. As Outcome Evaluations in the prior programme period covered the Crisis Prevention and Recovery (2011) and Rule of Law (2009) outcomes, the Governance Outcome is being prioritized for evaluation in the current period. 
· [2] The Mid-Term Evaluation of the UNDAF is scheduled in order to input to next cycle UNDAF preparation process, which will take place in Q3 2012, and into next-cycle UNDP CPD process, which will take place in Q1 2013. The Mid-Term Evaluation of the UNDAF will robustly review UNDP's contributions to the UNDAF outcomes, to which UNDP has a significant contributing role. 
· [3] While the Final Evaluation of the UNDP Country Programme 2012-2013will take place too late to input into the next-cycle CPD process, as would normally be the case, it will nonetheless establish an evidence base of results in the two-year period of the CPD, and the results can input to detailed annual planning in subsequent years.
